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AGM 2026: member proposals

The AGM offers an opportunity for full members to submit proposals for Council’s consideration. Proposals help Council to be aware of and respond to members' concerns and aspirations for the association and the art therapy profession.  

What is the process? 

The process for submitting a proposal is: 

· Complete and submit the form in this document by the deadline. 
· Proposers and seconders will need to present their proposals on the day of the annual general meeting (AGM). 
· Proposals will be voted on by full members at the AGM.
· If a proposal is passed by members, it will then be considered by Council. 

While Council will carefully consider and respond to all member proposals that are passed at an AGM, proposals are not binding on Council. Council is ultimately responsible for the organisation, its sustainability and its compliance with statutory requirements and legislation. 

The proposal form

Proposals should be as brief as possible and be accompanied by a short 250-word summary in support of the proposal. 

You need a proposer and a seconder for your proposal to be considered. Proposers and seconders must be full members of BAAT.
